We have received from Marty Glick's office proposed 
stipulations regarding a covenant not to sue Activision for 
infringement of the '480 patent, and dismissal of Activision'a 
second counterclaim. Copies are enclosed. 

The dismissal stipulation appears appropriate to 
us. However, we have some concerns about the wording of 
the'480 non-assertion stipulation. We do not believe that 
the stipulation should cover all activities of any assignee• 
of Activiaion, and that the last sentence concerning any 
reissue of the '480 should be clarified. We would prefer to 
alter the wording of the non-assertion stipulation to be as 
follows: 

Plaintiff a, the Magnavox COmpany and Sanders 
Aassociates, Inc., each covenant that they will not 
bring any action or seek any relief whataoever 
against Activision, Inc., its aucceaaora, aqenta, 
or asaigns based on the ground(&) that the manufacture, 
use, sale, offer for sale, or any distribution of 
any product ( s) of Acti via ion, anywhere in the 
world in the past, present, or in the future, 
infrinqea, or cont:ributes to or induces the 
infrinqement of u.s. Patent 3,721,480. The 
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stipulation and covenant ahall not apply to any 
reiaaue of u.s. Patent 3,728,480, except to the 
extant the claimed subject matter of such raisaue 
patent is identical to the olai.JDe~ subject matter 
of u.s. Patent 3,728,480. 

We will await proposing any such language to Glick 
Wltil we hear from you and Lou.
